several unfortunate failures to 
comply with the Income 

Tax Act, ISNA Canada has been 
fined, and penalised by losing 
its ability to write tax receipts for 
one year (until September 12, 
2019). The good news is that our 
charitable status was not revoked. 
Al hamdulillah! The board and staff 
took these results in stride and have 
done their level best to fix every 
issue identified in the CRA report. 

We have signed a Compliance 
Agreement with the CRA, and 
inshallah, are now operating within 
the law and to best practices in 
the non-profit sector. We aim 
to achieve Imagine Canada 
Accreditation by 2021 inshallah.
 
As the African proverb goes: “It 
takes a village to raise a child”.
